They will have facilities hitherto unpossessed for the con-
veyance of lime, &c., for the cultivation of the land ; be-
sides which, through the instrameutality of this line of
rilway, they will be enabled to make their produce avail-
able for disposal at the market towns, which heretofore,
owing to the diffionlt rosds and the want of facilities of
communication, they have been nuable to reach without
considerable inconvenience. To the tourist we feel con-
fident there will be no more ngreeable pleasare trip than
& visit to the fertile and béautiful dales of Westerdale,
Danby, Fryup, and Glazedale, snd we have no hesitation
in saying that, when this railway is fully completed,
tourists from the West Riding and other parts of ihis

DESCRIPTION OF THE LINE.

The North Yorkshire and Cleveland Railway commences
on a section of the North Eastern Rsilway st Pickton,
and extends through the beuutiful and fertile vala of Oleve-
Jand, eastwards, 10 its terminus at Grosmont, near Whitby,
ihe emtire length of the line being 20 miles.

Tn commencing from Pickton, the line diverges east-
wards, and Brst comprebends the yaluable and extensive
iron storie mines of tlie Most Noble the Marquis of Al
‘bury, to which a brench milway of about two mi
Tength as been constracted, diverging from the Pickton
section of the North Yorkshire line at Potto Janetion. This
royalty comprises several thousdnd acres of very rich iron-
stone, and has been leased by gentlemen who bave opened

a bund of musie,
ornamented with colours and devioes if Keeping with the

joyous character of the celebration.

At this point the opening commenced ; the two trains
now rarm':' into one, and drawn by two engines, pro-
ceeded forward, amidst the acelamations of the spectaturs,
to Potto station, where the arrival of the Irain was greeted
with a hearty welcome from the residents in that locality,
many of whom bad colonrs flying from the windows and
roofs of their honses. After a short stoj here the
